1. All emergency phone numbers are to be displayed prominently in large bold type above all telephones.

Medical and Psychiatric Emergency

2. All emergency procedures and assessments are in accordance with CARPA Standard Treatment Manual.

· Medical: pages 2-80

· Psychiatric: pages 170-173

3. In general:

· All staff are oriented to and know where the emergency drugs, oxygen and other equipment are kept, and how to use them.

· Staff have regular practice runs of how to manage medical emergencies. 

· Check emergency equipment and expiry dates of drugs once a week; a checklist must be kept with the emergency equipment. 

· Emergency equipment is standardised across all ......HS communities.

· If a clinic staff member feels that there is an emergency situation, they should inform another staff member as soon as possible. 

· Anyone using the emergency equipment should make sure that any medications or equipment used are replaced after the emergency is over.

· Staff receive regular training and updates in CPR at least every 3 years and other first aid skills for emergencies. 

· Staff debriefing occurs post emergency to discuss the event.
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
