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Vehicle Safety Restraints

.....HS staff  are responsible for ensuring the safety of themselves and passengers travelling in .....HS vehicles and must comply with traffic rules in the NT which outline the Safety of persons in vehicles.
These include:
· Child restraints for those under 12 months and must be correctly installed and used

· Seat Belts for those between 12 months and 16 years of age and must be used 

· Seat Belts for those over 16 years of age and must be used.

Under the legislation the driver is responsible to ensure passengers are restrained and risk being fined if an offence occurs.

The number of passengers within a vehicle should not exceed the number of safety restraints.
...HS staff must
· Wear seat belts at all times.

· Inform and request passengers to use safety restraints.

· See there are suitable child restraints installed and are used.

· Not carry more passengers than the number of safety restraints.

· Ensure passengers on stretchers are appropriately restrained.

· Ensure seat belts are checked and in safe working order.

· Ensure Child restraint fixtures are in new vehicles.

The NT Motor Vehicle registry can assist in advice regarding child restraints and installation.
